Rankings and New Divisions

For the (current) 2010 Autumn Competition, the Competition Committee has decided to expand the number of teams in Divisions 1 and 2 to 10 teams each. This was in an effort to enable all players to play in four divisions from Monday to Thursday each week.

For the (next) 2010 Spring Competition, the Competition Committee intends, if possible, to return the number of teams in Divisions 1 and 2 to the previous sizes of six and eight teams, respectively. Division sizes in the current competition had to be increased because of the number of entries and the unavailability of Friday night for competition purposes. As a result, the spread of abilities in all divisions, 1-4, is wider than optimal. The final numbers of teams in each division will depend on the number and standard of entries received.
While the expansion of the top two divisions helped elevate some players to higher divisions, the return to the normal size and re-establishing Division 5 will mean that some players will now move to a lower division. To assist working out which division you should expect to play in, the Committee has established the following table, showing the approximate rankings bracket for each division.
